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Dear Patrons of Sanskrit !

Udupi Sanskrit College is the only center of Sanskrit and Shastra study in
the coastal districts of Udupi and Dakshina Kannada in the state of Karnataka. It
is one of the most reputed colleges nationwide. It is acceptable that the Sanskrit
and Shastras in our coastal region are alive to some extent by the existence of
this college.

This college established in 1904 by the most venerable Ashtamathadhishas
and administered by SMSP Sabha. This college has 4 Shastras (sections) namely
Dvaita vedanta, Naveena nyaya, Jyoutisha and Alankara. In each Shastra there
are three years of Shastri classes’ equivalent to BA and two years Acharya
classes’ equivalent to MA. The two year long Sahithya class, which is equivalent
to the PUC, is also administered here to complement the Shastri class. For those
who have passed the Sahithya class, the certificate will be issued by the Sanskrit
Directorate, while those who have passed the Shastri and Acharya class will be
awarded the certificate by the Karnataka Sanskrit University, Bangalore.

Specialities of Sanskrit College
1. It is one of only a handful of colleges to have seen the century. The 117th year in 2021
is underway.



2. There is no tuition fee in this college. There is free accommodation for students
studying here and a free dining arrangement with the cooperation of Sri Krishna
Math.

3. Udupi is the birthplace of Acharya Madhva’s Dvaitha Vedanta and it is one of the very
few colleges that teach it.

4. The college has hosted many programs including poetry, Vedic conference, lecture
and competition at the national and state level. Still organizing.

5. The students are also participating in national level competitions organized by the
Central Sanskrit University of New Delhi and Tirupati. Moreover, many of the students
studied here are employed in various institutions such as colleges and universities
across the country.

6. This college is available to not only local students but also other parts of Karnataka.
Now, students from other states like Kerala, Odisha,Bihar and Andhra Pradesh are
coming here.

7. There is a well equipped computer lab where students can take computer courses.

This college which was built in 1951, needed a renovation. Therefore its
renovation & expansion and the establishment of fund for the remuneration of
its staff have necessitated two projects, the renovation & expansion of the
college has been completed last year at a cost of around Rs 3.50 crore.
However, there is no source of income that can be attributed towards the salary
of its staff in this highly educated institution. There for, another project called
Vidyanidhi has been launched.

Currently, the college has a staff of 24, of which 10 are serving under
government grant, one principal, seven teachers, one librarian and one clerk,
while the remaining 14 are appointed by the management as teaching & non-
teaching faculty (teaching faculty-11, non-teaching faculty-3). One issue is that due to
the reservation system suitable candidates are not getting the opportunity and
another issue is that present staff are gradually retiring. Therefore, it is
necessary to set up a fund of about Rs 5 crore for the wage system but as for
now we are arranging fund of about Rs 1 crore. As much as this work gets
delayed, education at the college can get worsen day by day.

Currently, Free education, Free hostel and Free meals facilities are being
provided by this college, relies on the generosity of donors. Therefore, we, as
Sanskrit scholars, generously join hands to help in establishing this fund.

How can you help in this?

1. A certain amount can be given at once.
